ACTIVITIES 
The Group has a weekly average of  40 riders, drivers and vaulters and 45 

volunteers. 

In the early days riders worked towards the RDA Grade Exams. Some of 

the drivers are now working within the ASDAN programme towards certi-

fication. Riders work towards the Group’s own certification at the end of 

an 8 week period, other groups work within the AQA Award system 

where they are constantly achieving the required grades. 

The vaulters have got a certification scheme in place and have given a 

demonstration of vaulting and attended a competition in the last fortnight. 

There are two vaulting sessions a week. Weds 4 – 5pm and Saturday 2.30 

– 4pm.  AT £5 per session this represents excellent child minding value. 

There are twelve individual riding sessions and six school sessions  each 

week. The majority of these taking place on a Saturday morning. 

Driving takes place on a Wednesday morning at the West Midland Show-

ground and on a Friday morning at Forton Airfield.
